FOR WHAT I RECEIVED FROM THE LORD IS JUST WHAT I PASSED ON 
TO YOU — THAT THE LORD YESHUA, ON THE NIGHT HE WAS BE-
TRAYED, TOOK BREAD; 
CONG  AND AFTER HE HAD MADE THE B’RAKHAH HE BROKE IT AND 
SAID, “THIS IS MY BODY, WHICH IS FOR YOU. DO THIS AS A MEMORIAL 
TO ME”  
LIKEWISE ALSO THE CUP AFTER THE MEAL, SAYING, “THIS CUP IS 
THE NEW COVENANT EFFECTED BY MY BLOOD; DO THIS, AS OFTEN 
AS YOU DRINK IT, AS A MEMORIAL TO ME.” 
CONG  FOR AS OFTEN AS YOU EAT THIS BREAD AND DRINK THE 
CUP, YOU PROCLAIM THE DEATH OF THE LORD, UNTIL HE COMES. 
THEREFORE, WHOEVER EATS THE LORD’S BREAD OR DRINKS THE 
LORD’S CUP IN AN UNWORTHY MANNER WILL BE GUILTY OF DESE-
CRATING THE BODY AND BLOOD OF THE LORD! SO LET A PERSON 
EXAMINE HIMSELF FIRST, AND THEN HE MAY EAT OF THE BREAD 
AND DRINK FROM THE CUP;  
CONG  FOR A PERSON WHO EATS AND DRINKS WITHOUT RECOG-
NIZING THE BODY EATS AND DRINKS JUDGMENT UPON HIMSELF.  
THIS IS WHY MANY AMONG YOU ARE WEAK AND SICK, AND SOME 
HAVE DIED! IF WE WOULD EXAMINE OURSELVES, WE WOULD NOT 
COME UNDER JUDGMENT.  
CONG  BUT WHEN WE ARE JUDGED BY THE LORD, WE ARE BEING 
DISCIPLINED, SO THAT WE WILL NOT BE CONDEMNED ALONG WITH 
THE WORLD.  

SO THEN, MY BROTHERS, WHEN YOU GATHER TOGETHER TO EAT, 
WAIT FOR ONE ANOTHER.  
CONG  IF SOMEONE IS HUNGRY, HE SHOULD EAT AT HOME, SO 
THAT WHEN YOU MEET TOGETHER IT WILL NOT RESULT IN JUDGMENT. 

5 Therefore, put to death the earthly parts of your nature 
— sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and 
greed (which is a form of idolatry); 6 for it is because of 
these things that God’s anger is coming on those who 
disobey him. 7 True enough, you used to practice these 
things in the life you once lived; 8 but now, put them all 
away — anger, exasperation, meanness, slander and 
obscene talk. 9 Never lie to one another; because you 
have stripped away the old self, with its ways, 10 and 
have put on the new self, which is continually being re-
newed in fuller and fuller knowledge, closer and closer to 
the image of its Creator. 11 The new self allows no room 
for discriminating between Gentile and Jew, circumcised 
and uncircumcised, foreigner, savage, slave, free man; 
on the contrary, in all, the Messiah is everything. 12 
Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly 
loved, clothe yourselves with feelings of compassion and 
with kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 13 
Bear with one another; if anyone has a complaint against 
someone else, forgive him. Indeed, just as the Lord has 
forgiven you, so you must forgive.
